BEING ASKED TO sit on the
Cannes Lions Design jury is
one of those moments you
don’t take lightly. It’s both a
privilege and a responsibility.
My commitment is to bring
the same rigour to judging
every entry that the team
behind them brought to mak-
ingitand tocarry the leamings
back to clients and colleagues
who couldn’t be in the room.
The shortlisting phase was
virtual. The in-person jury

deliberations in Cannes will
take place thisweek.Tobe hon-
est,virtualjudging was alonely
process. What I missed the
most was the debate. When you
hear a diverse set of voices
interrogating a piece of work,
your own judgement evolves
and sometimes even shifts
entirely. Sitting along with a
screen, you're working with
your instincts, which aren’t
always enough.And the results
cited in the entries? They
always seem alittle generous.
